2. What themes of judgement and divine sovereignty can you identify in the passage?
3. How do the plagues in Revelation reflect God’s authority over the nations, and how does this
relate to Haggai’s message?

Read Haggai 2:23
4. What does God’s declaration about Zerubbabel as His signet ring signify?
5. How does this promise relate to God’s faithfulness throughout history?

Read Romans 8:18
6. Discuss the hope that is mentioned in this verse? What does this mean to you?
7. How do you reconcile the hope that you have with the impending judgement that will come upon
the earth?

APPLICATION:

We are reminded to “stay the course”, keeping our eyes on the prize, living as wise and not
unwise. In what areas of your life do you need to trust God more fully? This week, let’s
resolve to serve Him more fully, pray for a broken world, and live our lives as servants of
HOPE!
